    If you happened to come by the office a week ago and noticed all the cardboard boxes throughout the office, 
you might have wondered why our office was looking like an Amazon warehouse. The items being delivered were 
the classroom and instructional materials from the Chisholm Teacher Grants that were awarded by our PTO in 
December.  For the second year, our school’s successful Boosterthon Fundraiser has provided the opportunity to 
add a variety of instructional materials, furniture, technology and equipment to support all our students and 
teachers. Many of these materials have been or will be delivered in the near future and are being used to enhance 
student learning throughout our school on a daily basis. 
    Superintendent Bret Towne attended our January PTO meeting to discuss the 2017 bond election scheduled to 
occur on Tuesday, February 14th.  This bond proposal would allow the district to complete the process of having 
storm shelters on every campus, including Chisholm. Chisholm’s storm shelter would be constructed to equip a 6-
classroom addition as a bonus.  This $111,000,000 bond proposal would not increase taxes and helps Edmond 
Schools meet the demands of adding approximately 500 students each year. If your children attend a school in 
Edmond, you are eligible to vote on February 14th. Flyers were sent home in Thursday folders outlining all the 
specifics for this proposal.  Additional information can also be found on the district website.    
    Next week, students will be able to purchase Chargie-Grams for other students and teachers, which will be 
delivered to students on Valentines’ Day.  Each Chargie-Gram costs $0.25 and students will be able to use the 
Grams to redeem items on the Pride Wagon in the coming weeks.  The proceeds from these sales will go to 
support Edmond Memorial’s Swine Week Fundraising Campaign and will be added to the other fundraising 
activities our school will participate in leading up to Spring Break. 
    Thank you for continuing to support our students, teachers, school, and community!  From Chargie-Grams, 
Boosterthon Fundraisers, Swine Week activities, and bond elections, there are numerous opportunities that go a 
long way towards providing a positive impact on our school and community. 
 

 



 Counselor’s Corner ... Helping Children Succeed in 

          After-school activities help children develop their social skills. They promote self discipline 
and responsibility. But these activities aren’t a good thing if your child’s life isn’t balanced. 
     Children need time for homework, downtime, and adequate sleep and family. You can make 
sure your child has the balance he/she needs: 
 
*Check your own lifestyle. Are you over committed? Exhausted? Have no time for what gives you 
joy? Your child will likely mirror you. 
*Keep a regular bedtime. Does your child run from one activity to another, and often get in bed 
late? Then some activities need to go. 
*Value free time. If your child has no unscheduled time- or must check his/her schedule before 
making a play date- he/she is over-scheduled. 
*Eat together. Make sure activities don’t keep your family from sitting down to share at least one 
meal a week together. Everyone attends, talks and stays until the dishes are finished. 
*Designate a weekly Family Night. Plan a night to watch a movie, pop popcorn, play games and 
simply be together with no rushing. 
*Recharge during weekends. Plan time for resting, reading, and daydreaming. 
*Take cues from your child. If he/she resists signing up for a new activity, don’t push. He/She 
might be afraid or not interested. It could be that he/she is already overwhelmed by activities.
